3. Proper Usage

How to use the Jigger Arm

Pivot the Jigger Arm in its most upright position.

Add soft, workable clay to your mold.
% Have the wheel head turning in a counter-clockwise direction.

Lower the Arm in to the clay.

After producing the desired form, disengage the Arm and return it to its most upright
position. Remove any excess clay from the mold.
Stop the wheel and remove the mold. Replace with a new mold and repeat

steps 1-5, if desired.

E After the piece has set for some time, remove it from the mold.
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
